Sending & Seeking
Luke 9:1–9; 10:1-24


Icebreaker 1. Have you ever went on or participated in a Mission?

Icebreaker 2. Do you consider yourself a mediocre or growing Christian? What evidence do you see in your life of this?

Read Luke 9:1-9

1. How do Jesus’ instructions to the apostles compare with leadership styles of today?

Possible Answers: (1) Empowered them; (2) Gave specific instructions; (3) Told them how to deal with adversity; (4) Held them accountable.

2. What did Jesus accomplish by the not allowing the apostles to take anything with them?

Possible Answers: (1) They could move more quickly; (2) Dependence on God; (3) Demonstrated that Jesus had not come to make Israel wealthy; (4) Involved local people in the preaching of the Gospel.

3. How do we put Jesus’ instructions to work in our lives today?

4. Jesus told the apostles to “shake the dust off your feet” when leaving a town that did not accept the Gospel. How does this apply to us today?

We are responsible for preaching the message, but we are not responsible for its acceptance. While we don’t shake the dust off our feet today, we can still be visibly set apart from those who don’t accept the Gospel.

Read Luke 10:1-24

5. How do Jesus’ instructions here compare to His instructions in Chapter 9?

6. Why did Jesus send the disciples out in pairs?

It’s easier and safer to go out in pairs. There is less pressure, as you can depend on your partner. It’s also easier to believe more than 1 person.

7. What did Jesus mean by “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few” (vs 2)? Do you see your Christian walk in this light?

8. Jesus says in verse 7 that “… the worker deserves his wages.” What does that mean to you today?

Possible Answers: (1) It’s ok to have material possessions; (2) Trust the Lord to provide your physical needs; (3) Preachers and Missionaries deserve our support

9. Jesus warns the disciples not to be prideful in the Kingdom accomplishments (vs18-20), but instead to “… rejoice that your names are written in heaven.” Do you struggle with pride in your faith today?

10. Jesus tells the disciples to rejoice because of what they were seeing (vs. 23-24). Do you feel this joy today? How do you show it?
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
