Confession & the Cost
Luke 9:18-27, 57-62; 12:49-53; 14:25-35


Icebreaker 1. If you could take a vacation anywhere in the world, where would you go?

Icebreaker 2. Have you ever had a rift in your family caused by your faith?

Read Luke 9:18-27

1. This scene marks a turning point in the ministry of Jesus. He begins to speak plainly to the apostles as to what’s about to happen. How does Peter’s bold confession touch your heart? (Vs. 20)

2. Even though Jesus does say He must be crucified, He uses the imagery of the cross in our daily lives. What ways do you take up your cross today?

3. What did Jesus mean about some “… standing here will not taste death before they see the kingdom of God?”

Although we don’t know exactly who was standing there, all of the apostles except Judas were alive to see Jesus resurrection. Also, Peter, James and John see the transfiguration shortly after this incident.

Read Luke 9:57-62; 12:49-53

4. Luke uses 4 examples in Chapter 9 to demonstrate the priorities we should have in life. What are your priorities?

5. Some non-Christians find it odd to think of God as anything but a God of love. Here Jesus clearly shows that His ministry will cause division. What cost have you paid to follow Christ?

Read Luke 14:25-35

6. We are to count the cost of following Christ before we decide to do so. What cost are you prepared to incur?

7. We are often aware of Christians who live and worship in fear of reprisals. How do you think they perceive this passage about the cost of Christianity?

8. How do you think you’d react if put in situations of mortal peril for Chirst?

9. Jesus says that salt that has lost its saltiness is thrown out. In what way can we lose our saltiness for Christ? 
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
