Icebreaker 1. What’s the most help a stranger has ever given you unexpectedly?

Icebreaker 2. Why do you think some people prefer a religion that has many rituals?

Read Luke 10:25-37

1. What is the significance of the people in the parable? (Priest, Levite, and Samaritan)

The Priest and Levite were both religious figures and should have been know to do the right thing. Jews were viewed as pure while Samaritans were a mixed race produced when Jews of the northern kingdom intermarried with other peoples after Israel’s exile.

2. What can you tell about the expert in the law from verses 25-28?

It appears the expert would like to have a list of rules to keep. The problem with this is that we can’t even keep the rules on our own. Jesus says Love God and Love your neighbor and you will live. Even this simple thing we have no hope of doing perfectly.

3. What concrete ways did the Samaritan take pity on the traveler?

Possible Answers: (1) Went to the man; (2) Bandaged his wounds; (3) Treated his wounds; (4) Transported the man; (5) Sheltered the man; (6) Saw to his continued care; (7) Paid the price for his continued care.

4. How does this parable illustrate our salvation?

Possible Answers: (1) Satan is the robber that strips us of our standing with God (Sin); (2) Ministers and other religious leaders are powerless to help us; (3) Only Jesus, who was rejected by society, is able to help us; (4) Jesus comes to us in our time of need; (5) Jesus bandages our wounds; (6) Jesus carries us to shelter in Him; (7) Jesus sees to our care until His return; (8) Jesus pays the price for our care until His return.

5. In what concrete ways have you been demonstrating your relationship with God?

6. Who is your neighbor? How can you care for them better?

7. What lessons can we learn from the parable?

Possible Answers: (1) Lack of love is easy to justify; (2) Our neighbor is anyone in need; (3) Love means acting to meet someone’s needs.
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
