Icebreaker 2. How do you prepare yourself for time with the Lord?

Read Luke 10:38-42

1. How does this passage apply to our lives today?

2. Martha was working at several tasks. Were these tasks unimportant?

There are always things to be done. These things also need to be done, but we must keep in focus that Jesus is the only thing we must have.

3. What tasks keep you busy when you should be spending time with Jesus?

4. Martha was doing what she felt was right for Jesus, and she thought she knew what Mary should be doing as well. How do we today try to bind our ideas of worship on others?

5. On Sunday morning, do you get caught up in the task of the morning or are you focused on Jesus? How can you better focus on Jesus?

Read Luke 11:1-13

6. How does the Lord’s Prayer strike you on hearing it?

7. When asked to teach them to pray, Jesus gave an example, but then He gave two examples to explain it further. What do you take away from this passage?

Possible Answers: (1) God the father wants us to ask Him for our needs; (2) He wants a dialog with us; (3) He wants to care for us.

8. Look at the structure of the sample prayer Jesus gives. What are the major structural parts?

Possible Answers: (1) Address and acknowledge God; (2) Praise; (3) Desire for God’s will; (4) Request for today’s challenges; (5) Forgiveness; (6) Protection.

9. What does it mean to you when Jesus says: “Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find …”?

Possible Answers: (1) God will provide for our needs if we ask; (2) If we seek God, He will show himself to us; (3) If we open our hearts to the scriptures, we will see God’s truth.
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
