Luke 11:14–28


Icebreaker 1. What is the most impressive thing about Jesus to you?

Icebreaker 2. What do you tell people about your faith when asked?

Read Luke 11:14-28

1. In vs. 27-28 Jesus’ mother is called blessed. In the time this would have been clear as a woman’s value came from the sons she bore. How does Jesus respond to Mary being called blessed?

2. It almost seems mundane to talk about Jesus driving out demons. How did the crowd react to this miracle?

3. Why would those against Jesus think He was driving out demons by the power of Beelzebub?

They did not want to admit that He was from God, but they could not deny the miracles they were seeing. They therefore tried to assign a negative power to His miracles.

4. Does Satan still try to use this tactic today? How?

5. How does Jesus sum up the spiritual warfare of today?

6. Who is Jesus referring to in vs. 21-22?

It’s possible that Satan is the strong man fully armed. But when Jesus comes He overpowers Satan and takes away the armor Satan has been using. The armor could represent falsehood, doubt or sin.

7. What does it mean to be for Jesus? How are you gathering for Jesus?

8. What is Jesus illustrating in Vs. 24-26?

It’s not enough to get rid of evil in our lives. If we don’t fill our house with good (the Spirit) then the evil will return even worse. Jesus again illustrates that there are two sides to the battle and there is no neutral ground.

9. How does this relate to the previous concepts of the gatherers and the strong man?

It’s important to understand that all of these illustrations lead back to the fact that there is a spiritual battle being fought. It’s clear that we must choose sides, and it’s clear who will win. Note that this discussion occurred when Jesus was driving out a demon. Why would anyone choose the losing side of a conflict?
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
