Luke 12:1–12


Icebreaker 1. When do you most see the power of God in nature?

Icebreaker 2. What type of death do you fear most?

Read Luke 12:1-12

1. Even after rebuking the Pharisees in Chapter 11, Jesus continues to warn His disciples about them. What does He mean by the yeast of the Pharisees? (Vs. 1)

2. The word “hypocrisy“ comes from the Greek word hypokritos, which means “actor.” Why does Jesus compare this with yeast?

A little yeast can affect a lot of dough. Once it’s in the bread, it will work it’s way throughout the bread and affect the whole.

3. The tongue is a powerful instrument. Jesus says that all things will be made known. How does this affect the way we think and speak of others? (Vs. 3)

4. Jesus tells us not to be afraid of those who can kill the body but nothing to the soul. While we don’t often face death for our faith, how does this help you prioritize?

5. What’s the meaning of the sparrow illustration in Vs. 6?

Jesus illustrates our worth by pointing out how insignificantly priced sparrows were, and yet God knows every one. How much more important are we?

6. How does it make you feel to know you’re that important to God? 

7. Knowing the same importance rests on every person, how should that effect the way we treat other people, even people that are hard to love?

8. Jesus mentions the unforgivable sin in Vs. 10 of blasphemy against the Holy Spirit. What does this mean?

Blasphemy against the Holy Spirit is attributing to Satan the work that the Holy Spirit accomplishes.

9. Jesus plainly says that He’ll acknowledge you before the angels of God if you acknowledge Him before men. What opportunities has the Holy Spirit given you to do this recently?

Jesus also tells us not to worry about what we’ll say when confronted, as the Holy Spirit will teach us at the right time. We never know how our response will affect the hearer. Something that might seem strange or out of place to us may be the very thing that the hearer needs to hear.
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
