Lesson 25

Invitation to the Feast/Banquet 
Luke 14:1-24

Icebreaker 1. A young girl got stuck in a snowstorm and remembered her Dad said she should wait on a snowplow and follow it. After following the plow for a while the driver got out and asked her what she was doing. She explained, and the plow driver said, “Well, I’m done with Wal-Mart, now you can follow me over to K-Mart.”

Icebreaker 2. Have you ever done something silly, and then tried to play it off like you meant to do it that way?

Read Luke 14:1-14

1. Do you find any relevance to the detail of the man’s illness (Vs. 2)?

This level of medical detail is further evidence that Luke was a doctor.

2. What does the story about a Son or Ox falling into a ditch have to do with healing on the Sabbath?

Both of these activities were against the law. Ironically the Pharisees found no fault with rescuing their son or Ox on the Sabbath, but found healing to be a large issue. How many other true healings were going on to be judged “work” on the Sabbath?

3. Jesus again changes perspective in this discussion. Do we have places of honor in our society like those described at a meal?

4. Jesus was sharing a meal at the home of a prominent Pharisee (Vs 1), where do you think He was seated on the honor list?

5. Discussion: How do we try to honor ourselves in today’s world? What would Jesus say about this?

Read Luke 14:15-24

6. The Banquet is used as a metaphor for Heaven. What does this passage say about our priorities as they relate to the banquet?

7. Who are those invited to the banquets that do not come? (Vs 17)

Possible Answers: (1) Jews, Gentiles are invited in their stead, (2) All are invited, (3) Christians 

8. Compare Luke 14:24 with Mark 3:29. Is there any correlation?

Outright rejection is one thing that God cannot forgive.

9. In this chapter, Jesus warns against pride as we live our lives. How can we better reach out to those whom the Lord wishes to honor?
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
