Crucifixion
Luke 22:39-52, 63-23:56

Icebreaker 1. Quote of the day: “I wonder how much deeper the ocean would be without sponges.”

Icebreaker 2. Do you have any doubt that Jesus physically died on the cross? Why not?

Lesson Note: This lesson has a lot of scripture reading. There are fewer questions, but the intent is to allow open group discussion of the very personal nature of Jesus’ impact on each person. 

Read Luke 22:39-52

1. How does Jesus’ attitude in the garden affect your life?

2. What do you think Jesus meant when he told the apostles to “pray so that you will not fall into temptation?”

Read Luke 22:63 – 23:56

3. As you think about Jesus’ final hours, what’s going though your mind?

4. What significance do you see in the two criminals that were crucified with Jesus?

Possible answers: (1) Good/bad, compared to angels on our shoulders; (2) Jesus was 1 of 3 just as He’s 1 of 3 in the trinity; (3) Jesus was in the center, just as He’s in the center of our lives today.

Read Isaiah 53

5. This is one of the most striking passages about the crucifixion, and it was written some 700 years before the event. What prophecies do you see fulfilled? 
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
