The Lord's Supper & Servanthood
Luke 22:7-30

Icebreaker 1. I’ve been told they squeeze olives to get olive oil, how do they get baby oil?

Icebreaker 2. Have you ever known someone that was terminally ill and knew that they were enjoying their last Christmas or Easter? What types of emotions did that invoke in that person?

1. Discussion: What does communion mean to you? What goes through your mind during the serving?

Lesson Note: Use this question as an opportunity for those who may not have presided at the Lord’s Supper to discuss their thoughts of communion.

Read Luke 22:7-23

2. Jesus knew that this would be his last Passover meal before He became the lamb. After having grown up with Passover as the major holiday, what emotions do you suppose He was feeling?

3. There were four cups used in the Passover celebration, Jesus uses the fourth and last cup for the Lord’s Supper. What does He mean by a “new covenant in my blood”?

4. What was the old covenant?

Lesson Note: The Passover commemorated the hand of God delivering His people from Egypt. This event also foreshadows Christ’s sacrifice on the cross freeing us from our bondage of sin. See Exodus 12:26-27
Read Jer 31:31-34

4. This prophecy shows us that Jesus would establish this new covenant. How does this new covenant relate to the old covenant?

Read Luke 22:24-30

5. Even so close to the most important event in history the apostles were still quibbling about rank. What is Jesus’ answer?

6. Do we still quibble about this today? How does Jesus’ answer apply to us today? 

7. In hind sight, do you think the apostles felt a little silly about this discussion a week or two later? 

8. How do you think you’ll view your current problems in 10 years? How can Jesus’ answer affect your outlook?

9. What would happen in your life if you adopted a more servant like outlook?
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
