Abraham: Faith is Blind

Lesson 1

WARM UP - Objective: Discuss the Meaning of ‘Blind’


Parents tell a story of a time you went on a blind date or a date with someone you didn’t know well.  What were the feelings you had leading up to the event, during the event and then after the event. 

1. What does it mean to do something ‘blind’?  

2. Why are those things often difficult to do?

BIBLE STORY – Faith Lesson: Abraham’s Faith was  Blind

· Read Genesis 12:1-9

· Discussion Questions

1. Why do you think Abraham did what God told him?

2. What did God’s promise to Abraham mean to him? (vs. 2-3)

3. What was the significance of building an altar to the Lord? (v. 8)

DISCUSSION – Objective: Remember that this world is not our home.

· Read Hebrews 11:1

· Discuss – How does this definition fit with our story of Abraham going where God told him to go?

· Read Hebrews 11:8-10

· Questions:

1. What is the significance of Abraham living as a ‘stranger in a foreign land’?

2. What is the link between faith and remembering where our real home is?

3. How does it affect our behavior and choices when we really believe that this earth is not our home? 

ACTIVITY – Objective – Living by Blind Faith


Select an object to be placed somewhere in the home.  The object should be small and easy to locate by touch (stuffed animals would be a good choice).  Blindfold a member of the family.  Place an object in the house distant from the blindfolded member of the family.  Another family member then must direct the blindfolded family member to the object with verbal instructions.  If time allows, take turns being the blindfolded member and instruction giver.  See which team can get the best time in finding the object.

Optional: Finish with soft drinks, chips and a favorite dip.
