Abraham: God Keeps His Promises

Lesson 2

WARM UP - Objective: People break promises sometimes.


Let’s say you ask a friend to help you with a difficult job as a service project for an older couple.  When you show up to do the job, your friend is nowhere to be seen and does not answer when you attempt to contact him/her.  The older couple is really thankful that you showed up to do the work so you do it alone.  When you finally contact the friend later in the day they tell you they stayed up late and decided to sleep in.  How do you feel about that?   

1. Tell a story about a time when someone let you down like this.  

2. What does it mean when it is said that ‘a man is only as good as his word?

BIBLE STORY – Faith Lesson: Belief is credited as righteousness.

· Read Genesis 15:1-19

· Discussion Questions

1. Why was Abram so concerned with having an heir? (vs.1-3)

2. What does it mean that Abram believed God and it was credited to him as righteousness? (v. 6)

3. What is a covenant? What was the significance of the ceremony in which God made the covenant? (vs. 9-19)

DISCUSSION – Objective: We Can Always Count on God’s Promises.

· Read Romans 4:18-25 

· Discuss – What do we need to do for God to credit us with righteousness?

· Read Psalm 145:8-19

· Questions:

1. What does it mean by, “The Lord is faithful to all his promises?” (v.13)

2. How does it affect our faith when we believe that God never fails to fulfill his promises?

3. Make a list of some of the things God has promised you.

ACTIVITY – Objective – People will let you down; God never will.


If you have the game “Balderdash” get out a couple of the cards and pick a word to use.  If you don’t have the game pick a couple of obscure words from it.  Have one person give the correct definition of a word and one or two others make up a definition.  Have each one try to convince yet another family member who has not been told who has the real definition that their definition is correct.  See if the one who doesn’t know which is real and which is not can pick the one telling the truth.  Optional: Pop some popcorn to snack on during the game.
