WARM UP - Objective: There is value in a test.


What would a world without tests look like?  Have a mock debate.  Have one or more family members argue that tests are really not necessary and the world would be better without them.  Have one or more take the opposite position that tests are very important and the world would be much worse without them.
1. What is the value of a test?  

2. What is the ultimate purpose of tests?

BIBLE STORY – Faith Lesson: Obey God regardless of the request.

· Read Genesis 22:1-18

· Discussion Questions

1. What was the purpose in God asking Abraham to sacrifice his son? (v.1)

2. What would you guess Abraham was thinking on the way to the sacrifice? (vs.6-8)

3. Why did God seem to value the fact that Abraham was willing to offer his son? (vs. 12, 15-18)

DISCUSSION – Objective: Genuine faith will pass the test.

· Read I Corinthians 3:10-14
· Questions:

1. What does it mean to build with gold, silver and costly stones? (v.12)

2. What does it mean to build with wood, hay or straw?
3. What will the test of fire reveal?

4. Have each family member talk about the tests to their faith in life.
ACTIVITY – Objective – Can you pass the test?

Play the memory game.  Arrange several items on a paper plate and cover with a dishtowel.  Have each participant predict how many they will be able to remember.  Have each member of the family look at the items for just a few seconds and see how many they actually remember.  What does this test show?  Optional: finish with fun size “Smart Tarts”
