WARM UP  Objective: Helping the Needy

When you hear the term ‘needy’ what do you think of?  What kind of needs might people have? What are some things we might do to help those in need?
BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Barnabas’ Generosity
· Set up – The church in Jerusalem had grown exponentially in a short period of time. Many members of the church did not live in Jerusalem and the church had gained a reputation of helping those in need.  Members of the church supported the efforts to meet needs of members and the underprivileged at times making great personal sacrifices in so doing.  
· Read Acts 4:32-37
· Discussion Questions

1. How would it be at church if nobody claimed any possession as their own?
2. What do you think about those who sold lands and homes in order to help the needy?
3. What kind of man would you think Barnabas was if this was all you knew about him?

DISCUSSION  Objective: Even in the Darkest of Days, God is There.
· Read II Corinthians 9:6-11
· Questions:

1. What does “he who sows sparingly/generously reaps sparingly/generously” mean?
2. How does one become a ‘cheerful giver’? 
3. How does God promise to reward our generosity?
ACTIVITY  Objective – Practice generosity.
Plan a family act of generosity or random act of kindness.  Put a care package together for a member of the military or take cookies to a neighbor or visit a hospital or nursing home or pack a box for a kid in Haiti.
