Lesson 29
WARM UP  Objective: Someone to believe in you.

How does it help you when you have someone who believes in you?  Have you ever had a time in your life that was helped by finding someone who believed in you?
BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Barnabas Believes in Paul.
· Set up – Even after Saul was converted to Christianity many Christians were wary of him.  They didn’t trust reports that he had converted suspecting that he might be trying to trick them to find Christians to arrest.  After struggling with distrust in Jerusalem Saul had returned to Tarsus where he was from.
· Read Acts 11:19-30
· Discussion Questions

1. From what we know about Barnabas, why do you think they sent him to the situation in Antioch?
2. Why do you think Barnabas went to find Saul?
3. In what way did Barnabas help Saul get his start in ministry?

DISCUSSION  Objective: God thought you were worth it.
· Read Romans 5:6-8
· Questions:

1. What does it mean when it says that Christ died for the ungodly ‘at just the right time’?
2. How does Christ’s death demonstrate God’s love? 
3. Why is it even more amazing to know that Christ died for us while we were still sinners?
ACTIVITY  Objective – We all need to hear that God thinks we were worth it.
Have the leader go around the table and tell every one there that God thinks they were worth it.  Discuss the impact this has on our self esteem and our confidence as we go about life.
