John the Baptist: Faith and Purpose 

Lesson 4 

WARM UP - Objective: Define ‘differentiate’.


Have kids describe the individual at school that they would label ‘most different.’  Discuss several reasons why they might have chosen the look, clothing and behaviors that make them so different.  Ask, do you think anyone would describe you as ‘different’?  If so how?

1. When is being different a positive thing?  

2. Have you ever felt that you stood out because of your faith?

BIBLE STORY – Faith Lesson: John the Baptist lived according to his purpose.

· Read Matthew 3:1-12

· Discussion Questions

1. What do you think people thought when they saw John? (vs.4-5)

2. What does scripture indicate was John’s purpose? (v.3)

3. How does John go about living up to his purpose? (vs. 7-12)

DISCUSSION – Objective: Purpose gives foundation to faith.

· Read II Corinthians 5:1-5, 9

· Questions:

1. When v. 5 says, “it is God who made us for this very purpose,” what is the purpose he made us for? (v.5) (answer: getting to heaven)

2. According to this passage, what is the purpose for your life?

3. What does v. 9 say about how we fulfill this goal?

ACTIVITY – Objective – How can you tell the purpose?


Blindfold a family member and present them with a kitchen gadget or an odd tool and ask them to identify it and its purpose by feeling it.  Take turns doing this.  Discuss: How might others know our purpose without knowing us well? Optional: finish with crackers and cheese whiz.
