WARM UP - Objective: Who is the Greatest?

1. What is the hardest thing about coming up with the answer to the above?  

BIBLE STORY – Faith Lesson: John the Baptist submitted to true greatness.

· Read John 1:19-34

· Discussion Questions

1. Why do you suppose some thought John might be the Messiah? (vs.19-25)

2. What does John mean by, ‘one coming whose sandals I am not worthy to untie’? (v.27)

3. How does John go about submitting to Jesus’ greatness? (vs. 29-34)

DISCUSSION – Objective: When our faith is seen, we reflect God’s glory.

· Read II Corinthians 3:12-18

· Questions:

1. Why did Moses wear a veil over his face? (v.13) (ref. Exodus 34:29-35)

2. How does Christ take the veil away? (vs.14-15)

3. In what way do we reflect the glory of God? (v.18)

ACTIVITY – Objective – How can you tell the purpose?


Go out and look at the moon.  Discuss together the fact that the moon itself generates no light.  The source of its light is the sun.  How is that like the way we reflect God’s light?  Discuss how others can see God’s light reflected in our life.  Optional: Serve moon pies.  (I know they are sold at Bass Pro Shop.)
