WARM UP  Objective: A Team Player.


What does it mean to be a team player?  Can you give examples in sports or reality TV or in your real lives of a good team player?

1. What does a team player do when the team leader asks him or her to do something less glorious or something menial that they don’t want to do?

2. What might they do if asked to do something that requires a great sacrifice?

3. Contrast those two things as to their significance to the team’s objectives.

BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Joseph followed God’s plan, no questions asked.

· Read Matthew 1:18-25.

· Discussion Questions

1. How might Joseph have felt when he heard the news that Mary, the woman to whom he was engaged, was pregnant? (v.18)

2. How might his feelings have changed after his dream message? (vs.20-23)

3. Why do you think he made the decision to take Mary as his wife despite her pregnancy? (v. 24)

DISCUSSION  Objective: Follow God’s plan even when it means self denial.

· Read Luke 9:23-27.

· Questions:

1. What does he mean by “take up his cross daily and follow me?” (v.23)

2. How does one “deny himself?” (v.23) 

3. How could someone “gain the whole world but forfeit himself?” (v.25)

ACTIVITY  Objective – Self denial in practice.

Have each family member come up with a way that they can practice self denial this week.  It could come in the form of doing something nice for someone else without expecting something in return.  It could be an act of service or it could be something like fasting from a  food or some technology of which they are fond for the purpose of Bible study or spiritual growth.
