WARM UP  Objective: Servanthood.


How is being a servant different than being a slave? Using a concordance, look up scriptures for both words.  Discuss ways in which both terms can be used to describe a Christian.  

BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Mary offered herself as God’s servant.

· Read Luke 1:26-38.

· Discussion Questions

1. Why was Mary “greatly troubled” at the angel’s greeting? (v.29)

2. What were Mary’s concerns when she asked the angel, “How can this be since I am a virgin?” (v.34)

3. What makes Mary’s statement in verse 38 a hard one to say? 

DISCUSSION  Objective: You are not your own.

· Read I Corinthians 6:18-20.

· Questions:

1. How is a sexual sin one against your own body? (v.18)

2. What does it mean by, “You are not your own, you were bought with a price?” (vs.19-20) 

3. How do we honor God with our bodies? (v.20)

ACTIVITY  Objective – Total dependence on God.

As a family, visit a nativity scene or at least look one up on the internet.  How do you suppose Mary is feeling in the scene?  At this point she knows this little one is to be the Savior of the world but does not know what will be required of him.  What might God be calling you to do that could require your total dependence and commitment to him?
