Lesson 10 

WARM UP  Objective: Messianic Prophesies.


The prophet Isaiah lived approximately 700 years before the birth of Christ.  His prophecies mainly consist of warnings to Judah of an impending attack, defeat and captivity from Babylon which happened in 586 BC.  Isaiah also told of a Savior who would rescue his captive people.  His prophecies would come remarkably true in the person of Jesus.  

1. In what way did Jesus rescue a ‘captive people’?

2. What might people have expected from this ‘savior’ during times of captivity or occupation?

BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Jesus’ sacrifice foretold.

· Read Isaiah 53:1-6.

· Discussion Questions

1. Do you find it fascinating that this was written 700 years before Christ’s sacrifice?

2. How does that add to the body of evidence that the Christian faith is from God?

3. What is meant by “by his wounds we are healed”?  How is that so? (v.5)  

DISCUSSION  Objective: The power of prophecy

· Read Psalms 16:8-11 and Acts 2:22-32

· Questions:

1. How did Peter use the prophecy to prove his point? (vs.31-32)

2. What do you think the people were thinking as they heard his speech? (v.37) 

3. Why do you think God gave us these prophecies?

ACTIVITY  Objective – God’s perspective on time.

Select two family members to choose a card from a normal deck of cards.  Have them both predict the suit of the card they will pull.  Have the dealer work out a system of clues with one of the “prophets” so that they will be right every time.  The other prophet should see this as unfair.  Ask them which person they would rather have on their team if they were playing cards; the one who knows or the one who doesn’t?  Discuss God’s perspective on time and the fact that he, living outside the influence of time and space sees all of time at once.  He knows the end of the story.  He tells us through his word what is true.  We should always depend on Him rather than the world for the truth.
