Faith in an Angelic Announcement 

Lesson 11 

WARM UP  Objective: God Speaks.


In the Old Testament when God spoke with people, he often did it directly.  Adam in the Garden, Abraham and his three visitors, Moses at the Burning Bush and Isaiah in the temple all testify that they heard God’s voice directly.  In the New Testament however, God sends Angels as messengers almost exclusively.  Angels gave most communication regarding Jesus’ birth (to Zachariah, Mary, and the shepherds – Joseph’s messages came by way of dreams).

1. Though we can’t know for sure, any thoughts as to why God seems to choose angelic messengers, dreams or visions over direct conversations in the NT?

BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Jesus’ birth announced by angels.

1. Why is it significant that the angel introduces his as “Christ” or “Messiah”? (v.11)

2. What might the shepherds have felt as this announcement was made to them? (vs.9,17,20)

3. What things did Mary treasure in her heart? (v.19)

· Questions:

1. Why might the people have thought Jesus was a manifestation of one of the Old Testament prophets? (v. 19)

2. Why is it significant that Peter says he is the Messiah? (v.20) 

3. Who do you think Jesus was (is)?
