WARM UP  Objective: All things come from God.


If God were to speak to you like he did to Moses and Elijah and others, what do you think he would say?  What parts of your life would he compliment you on?  With what parts might he encourage you to do better?

BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Who Can Answer God?

· Job Overview: In chapters 3-37 Job and his friends Bildad, Zophar and Eliphaz have a spirited discussion centering on Job’s friends belief that his misfortune must be evidence of some hidden sin.  Job furiously denies this and defends his innocence.  Then in chapter 38 God speaks and makes them all feel silly for speaking so confidently about their knowledge of God.  In chapter 42 Job must humbly stand before God and admit that he was wrong.

· Discussion Questions

1. What do you think Job meant by “I despise myself”? (v. 6)

2. What had Job done wrong? 

3. How did God reward Job’s faithfulness?   (vs.12-16)

DISCUSSION  Objective: We Are Always in God’s Presence.

· Read Matthew 28:19-20

· Questions:

1. How does it affect our behavior when we stop to think that Jesus is always with us? 

2. What does his presence direct us to do?

3. Discuss: It is humbling to be in God’s presence but it is motivating as well.

ACTIVITY  Objective – Work for the Good of Others.

Pray together that God’s presence will be felt among the suffering in Haiti.  If you are sponsoring a child there, say a specific prayer for him or her that God will be seen in them.
