BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Daniel in the Lion’s Den

· When the Medes and Persians took over the Babylonians, Daniel was again placed in an influential and powerful position in the kingdom.  Some of the nobles were jealous of Daniel’s high post since he was part of a captive and exiled people.  This racial prejudice caused them to seek a way to compromise Daniel to get him out of the way.

2. What did Daniel do when he heard that those conspiring against him had created a law that made the practice of praying to his God illegal?
