WARM UP  Objective: Real Hunger

Most of us have been real hungry a few times in our lives but have you ever thought of what it would be like to be not only hungry but also fear that you might not get food in time to save your life?  What would it be like to live in a place where you weren’t sure where your next meal would come from?  How would it feel to live there?  What would you do to try and alleviate your situation?
BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Elijah fed by a widow in Zarephath
· Set up – God tells Elijah that he will not allow rain to fall in Israel for 3 years because of wickedness in the land.  Elijah is told to live by a brook where he was fed by ravens until the brook dried up.  Then God instructed him to live in Zarephath and be fed by a widow there.

· Read I Kings 17:7-24.

1. How does Elijah comfort the woman when her flour and oil nearly run out?
2. How did God take care of them?
3. What did Elijah do when her son died?
