WARM UP  Objective: God’s looks

What do you think God looks like?  What do you picture in your mind when you think of God?  No one has seen his face but can you name a few Bible characters who have seen him?
BIBLE STORY  Faith Lesson: Elijah on Mt. Horeb
· Set up – After Elijah ordered the prophets of Baal killed, Jezebel but a price on his head.  Elijah responds by running out into the desert.  Exhausted and scared he tells God he just wants to die. Angels direct Elijah to Mount Horeb for an encounter with God.  
· Read I Kings 19:9-18.

· Discussion Questions

1. What has got Elijah so down after his amazing experience on Mt. Carmel?
2. What do you think God might be saying by not being in the wind, earthquake or fire but in a gentle whisper?
3. What information did God give Elijah that might have surprised him?
DISCUSSION  Objective: Even in the Darkest of Days, God is There.
· Read Matthew 14:22-32
· Questions:

1. Why do you think Peter wanted to join Jesus on the water?
2. What caused him to start sinking?
3. What does that tell us about doubt and how it can affect our faith?
ACTIVITY  Objective – God will take care of you.
Parents relate to kids a scary time in your life when you really felt that God was taking care of you.  Discuss the following:  Anytime we begin to feel that we are “sinking”, Jesus is there to take our hand as well.
